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Q:  What is a buyer’s agent, and what does this agent specifically do for a buyer and who usually pays this “buyer’s agent?”  
 

A:  A real estate “buyer©s agent”  represents the buyer who is purchasing property in a real estate transaction.  A buyer©s agent 
works for, and owes fiduciary responsibilities to, the real estate buyer and has the buyer©s best interests in mind throughout 
the entire process.  A buyer©s agent will evaluate the specific needs and wants of the buyer, locate properties that fit those 
specifications and arrange showings. They give the buyer advice on the appropriate offer to purchase the property, present the 
offer to the selling agent, and negotiating on the buyer’s behalf.   According to the needs of the buyer, this agent may also 
provide information on how to proceed with securing financing, home inspection, pest inspection, closing attorney, utilities 
and other details involved in taking possession of the purchased property. While the buyer’s agent represents the buyer, this 
doesn’ t imply that the buyer pays a fee to the agent.  Sales commissions are usually paid by the seller, and disbursed at 
closing to each of the brokering companies.�    
 

Reduce food and transportation costs  
 

With the cost of food and transportation rising, many families need to revisit their household budget to find creative 
ways to “ pinch”  a penny. Here are a few ideas.   
To reduce food expenses, the most obvious way is to limit eating at restaurants, fast foods, and vending machines and 
instead, brown-bag meals eaten away from home.  Reduce your grocery bill by planning menus for the week or month and 
shop for groceries with a detailed list of items. Avoid impulse buying. Purchase food items that can be used in a variety of 
recipes. Buy non-perishables and frozen items in bulk. Use coupons.  Buy store brands, such as Great Value brand at 
Walmart.  
 

Saving on transportation is more of a challenge. But, it has been proven that driving no faster than 55 mph, not having a 
heavy foot on acceleration and braking, and running the air conditioning sparingly can save a few dollars.  Consolidate 
errands and pre-plan the shortest route when driving around town. Shop around for auto insurance as this may also result in 
savings.�
